PAYMENT CF MEDICAL EXPERSES

When a missionary contracts an illness that requires hospitalization, he
should notify at once cither the Second Assistant or the zone Leader, The Zone
Leader will in turn notify the Second Assistant of the nature of the illness, the
time required for recuperation, and that the missionary hos notified his parents
of his illness and entrance into the hospital,

Since the billing system is different here thon in the United States, the
missionary should instruct the hospital that he, personally, must sign, ofier a
complete and satisfactory explanation, all charges, This will give the ivlission o
control over indascreet charging. He should then direct the hospital to send these
charges to the Mission Office, The Mission Gffice will then pay all costs, At
the time of payment, the missionary will be charged 310,00 for the doctor’ s bills

and $30,00 for the hospital bills,

As soon as possible the missionary should instituie action to recover os much -
of the total expenditure as possible from his insurance company, The canceled billings
will be available to the missionary for insurance purposes, Since the Mission will have
paid the hospital and docior bills, please specify to the insurance company that the
