If you do not know who is sponsoring you, you may write to the Second
Counselor and he in turn will notify you.

~If you do know who your sponsor is but have not been writing him, please
‘begm to do so,

JTHAT:

If a missionary in Guatemala needs to be hospitalized he should contact
the Office BEFORE going. In El Salvador he should contact the Zone Leader
‘or at least his District Leader. Upon leaving the hospital, all bills must be

SIGNED and a report of the nature of the illness sent or telephoned to the
Office,
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
